Course Description

Biblical Greek:  An introduction to the Greek language in preparation for the exegesis of the New Testament.  This course is strictly a study of koine Greek (the Greek used in the NT).  Greek 1 will focus upon nouns – Basics of Biblical Greek through chapter 14.
Learning Objectives

The student who successfully completes this course should:

1.)  Understand the importance of the original languages for all Bible Study and ministry.
2.)  Learn morphological patterns and grammatical structures of the Greek NT.
3.)  Obtain a basic vocabulary of the most frequently occurring words in the Greek NT. 
4.)  Be able to translate simple Greek sentences.

5.)  Become aware of the major grammatical and lexical tools for New Testament study.
